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Introduction 
 
This document describes the use of the Metadata Object Description Schema (MODS) to encode 
descriptive metadata for PALMM materials. The document is expected to be used together with 
the other two documents, “PALMM METS Document Profile for SIP” and “PALMM METS 
Document Specification”.  
 
MODS defines 20 top level elements. Included in this document is a general overview of 13 
commonly used MODS top level elements, subelements, attributes and their usage for PALMM 
materials. The document is thus structured into the following thirteen sections,

Genre (optional)
Origin Information (optional)
Language (optional)

Each section includes:  

  
• The top level element definition from the MODS User Guidelines;  
• The subelements and attributes, their definition;  
• Best practice for using the element, subelements, and attributes; 
• Example(s) of the elements that illustrate usage;  
• Suggested mappings from MXF descriptive metadata elements (Dublin Core and PALMM 

elements).    

At the end of this document, appendix A “MXF/MODS Quick Mapping Table” and appendix B 
“Full Example of MODS Record” are attached for quick references.     

This document is expected to be modified and refined over time to accommodate new 
requirements for encoding descriptive metadata information for PALMM materials.

Title Information

Definition: A word, phrase, character, or group of characters that constitutes the chief title of a 
resource (i.e. the title normally used when citing the resource). 
 

Attributes: type

This attribute is used to specify the language used within <titleInfo>, using the codes 
from ISO 639-2/b, e.g. “eng”, “spa”.

Best practice: It’s mandatory to record the primary title of the resource in <mods:titleInfo> 
without using the type attribute. For all additional titles, it is recommended to use the type 
attribute to indicate the type of the title being recorded. Use the lang attribute to indicate the 
language used for non-English titles. Do not use <mods:titleInfo> to record previous or 
succeeding title of a serial. (see relatedItem)

Family Name, First Name Middle 
Initial.”. Use mods:name/namePart with the type attribute to record the birthdate associated 
with a personal name. Use mods:name/affiliation to record the affiliation information 
(organization and institution name, address, contact information, etc) associated with the entity 
recorded in <mods:name>. Use a subset of relator and role terms from the MARC relators list to 
record the type of contribution in mods:name/role/roleTerm. The MARC relators list is 
available at  http://www.loc.gov/marc/sourcecode/relator/relatorlist.html To indicate the MARC 
relators list, use the authority attribute.

Use 
the authority attribute to indicate the name of the authoritative list for a controlled value. The 
code for the authoritative list has to come from the LC Source Codes for Genre 
http://www.loc.gov/marc/sourcecode/genre/genresource.html  At this time only “nmc” is allowed.

Definition: The name of the entity that published, printed, distributed, released,        
issued, or produced the resource.

 Definition: the date of creation of the resource.

Best practice: Do not use <mods:physicalDescription> as a top-element.   
<mods:physicalDescription> is only used as a subelement within <mods:relatedItem> (See 
Related Items Section), where it is used to record the physical description of the non-digital 
resource.   
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Abstract 
 
<abstract> 
 
Definition: a summary of the content of the resource. 

 
Best practice: Record the abstract information in <mods:abstract>.

<mods:abstract>The suggested policies in this document are an attempt to 
articulate how the state coastal management program intends to treat various 
coastal zone activities and geographic areas. While many, if not most of the 
suggested policies are based upon existing statutory and administrative 
authorities, potential legal deficiencies are recognized. Upon finalization, 
the suggested policy statements should provide a "common language" for 
facilitating consistency between federal, state and local coastal management 
efforts and satisfying requirements of the National Coastal Zone Management Act

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Best practice: Use <mods:relatedItem> to describe resources related to the resource described 
in the MODS record. Use the type attribute to indicate the relationship between related items and 
the resource. <mods:relatedItem> should be used to describe an original version of the resource, 
a host item of the resource, constituent parts of the resource, or series of which the resource is a 
part. Record the information that specifies the physical medium of material for the original 
resource in mods:relatedItem/physicalDescription/form. Record the size and duration of the 
original resource in mods:relatedItem/physicalDescription/extent. It’s not recommended 
to use <mods:relatedItem> recursively.

Best practice: Use <mods:identifier> to record any identifying code or string uniquely 
associated with an resource. Use the type attribute to indicate the type of the identifier. 
<mods:identifier> should be used to contain persistent identifiers that may or may not be 
resolvable, for example, ISBN, PURL, etc; for non-persistent identifiers, such as URL, use 
mods:location/url. Do not use  <mods:identifier> to record the PURL or URL of the 
resource in its repository context.
